v’ Parent-teacher conferences are scheduled in November and February.
Dates will be posted on the district website. Teachers will
be available to review your child's progress and answer any questions you
may have.

v' A survey will be given to parents in the spring of 2022 that will allow
parents a chance to voice their feelings about the Title I Schoolwide
program. We look forward to suggestions or recommendations from you
that can help us improve our Title I program.
